On October 2, 2018 the 150 anniversary of Mahatma Gandhi's birth, a 14,000 kijeane

global march for justice and peace, called Jai Jagat 2020, will start from New Delhi to Geneva.
Winding through 10 countries with nonviolence training and events on key justice themes along
theway, and joining with separate marches starting from a number of countries in Europe and
northwest Africa as well as delegates from around the world, participants will be welcomed and
hosted by the City and Canton of Geneva for a week (26 Seg@eintde@ctober 2020) of
workshops, advocacy meetings and cultural events.

This initiative urges the implementation of UN Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) in a
dialogue with UN agencies in Geneva. Four Pillars of Advocacy related to the SDGs are at the
core ofthe Jai Jagat campaign.
